(Acts 19,9-10)

Still today, the power of the Holy Spirit is saving, 
delivering and healing people, and equipping 
today’s disciples - all over the world. Walter spent 
three weeks in Thailand where the Christian faith 
is mostly unknown. However, in the past years, the 
number of Thais who are inviting Jesus into their 
lives has been increasing.

People wanted to get baptized. A small stream 
was dammed up just enough to completely 
submerge those getting baptized.

We 
were searching for a special place to encounter 
him. He wants to move on a large mountain in 
the middle of the vast savannah, between a few 
villages. In a vision, we saw Jesus from behind as 
he walked across this plain. He stroked the ripe 
ears of corn and said, “I have many people here!”

During our first visit to the area, the mayor 
opened up to us. The village well had been 
broken for some time, so the people had 
to walk miles to reach water sources that 
were only filled during the rainy season. 
With tears in his eyes, he asked us for 
help. The love for his people was tan-
gible. We wanted to help, but we also 
wanted the villagers to be involved and take 
ownership of the well. So, we left and asked 
them to collect money for the well in the mean-
time. Every household in the village contributed 
to the repairs. With our friend Vincent, we went 
to the city to get the spare parts. When we re-
turned, the whole village was gathered. To- 
gether with the villagers, we repaired the bore-
hole. There was great joy when fresh water finally 
flowed from the tap again.

„In the same way, let your light shine before 
people in such a way that they will see your good 
actions and glorify to your Father in heaven.”  
(Matth. 5:16)  
This small gesture opened the doors to the 
Gospel in the village, and the image of ripe ears 
of corn began to come true. We preached pub-
licly about Jesus, who wants to give them living 
water—at village meetings, in small family gath-

erings, in a church, simply everywhere we met 
people. A special highlight was an 87-year-old 
man who listened attentively when we shared 
the Gospel and then gave his life to Jesus. The 
joy of salvation was palpable everywhere.

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We are invited to Dornod, located in eastern 
Mongolia. We set up our equipment in a public 
square and lift up the name of Jesus over the 
city. People stop and listen. At the end, we pray 
for the sick.

2,300 km further West, we visit a Kazakh fa-
mily for dinner who used to live with us.Their 
daughters have friends visiting who found Jesus 
through them. They sing a Kazakh worship song, 
and the presence of God fills their small home. 

Shortly after, in Ulaanbaatar, our young people 
report with beaming faces about a mission in the 
home village of one of our co-workers. „It was my 
first missions outreach, and it certainly won‘t be 
my last.“ - „I learned how to share the Gospel.“ - 
„Until now, I‘ve only gone along on missions, but 
this time, I led the young people.“ - „It‘s so good

to evangelize and lead people to Jesus.“ A few 
days later, we boarded the train to summer camp 
with over 40 children. There are children from so-
cially disadvantaged backgrounds who partici-
pate in our feeding program, as well as children of 
our staff with their friends. Together, they spend 
happy days in the beautiful mountains 
of northern Mongolia playing 
soccer, splashing in the river, 
painting, doing crafts, and, 
above all, experiencing the 
healing and loving presen-
ce of their Father in heaven. 
Back home, a mother calls 
us. „Thank you! My son has 
changed so much and has 
found the right path. I will definitely 
send him again next year.“

We have taken various trips around the country. 
Our people love being on the road,so it‘s easy to 
mobilize them for mission trips. We are currently 
planning our next trip, which will take us to the 
Gobi Desert.

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Before I came to know Jesus, my l ife felt very 
meaningless. I tried to find purpose in many 
things, like drugs, people and just chasing  
everything that promised peace. But I only 
found chaos. I got involved with the police and 
over all was put on probation. Because of the 
things in my heart I violated probation.

I wanted freedom so badly, but I didn’t believe 
there was anything good to look forward to in my 
life. So I used again and again. But I never let go 
of the hope that I felt when I first came to Jesus. 
I chose to be honest with my probation officer. 
This eventually brought me to jail for treatment. 
So the day before Thanksgiving I went into jail. 
At the base we celebratedThanksgiving and 
Christmas together before I had to go in.  
Everyone prayed for me that night. 

I was so nervous! The first few days were so hard, 
but as I received support from my base family 
and my biological family I saw God‘s love in it. 
This also made God so much more real to me 
that I was seen and not just abandoned. As time
